Online Catalog
» Two versions — CAT for older students and CAT Jr. for younger students allows patrons to perform real-time searching and
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view up-to-date item availability. The catalog is customizable with school slogan and mascot.

Accessible from any computer with Internet access.
BookMyne mobile app available for iPhone, iPad or iPod Touch to easily search the library catalog.

Special searches include Visual Search, Reading Program (AR, Reading Counts, Lexiles) and Boolean searching.

Search screen includes New Titles, Librarian Favorites, Most Popular Titles and Most Popular Authors.
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Enhanced content includes book jackets, table of contents and reviews. Also recommended reading lists and best seller
lists.
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INFOhio Digital Video Collection and INFOhio eBook Collection can be accessed from CAT, the library catalog interface
designed for older students

Podcasts (oral or video book reviews) can be linked to the records.

E-book records have direct link to item.
Bookbag feature allows patrons to e-mail or print list of selected items.
My Account — students can view checkouts and bills, place holds or renew items according to school policy.

ChiliFresh Review Engine ready. Optionally subscribe to ChiliFresh interactive book reviews.
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Discovery Portal — link from catalog to INFOhio's portal containing curriculum-aligned content, educator-selected websites,
videos and more. Options to explore and search are divided by age level and subject. Includes federated search of select
INFOhio electronic resources and the AMC Digital Video Collection. Faceted searching allows easy expansion or narrowing
of search results.

Cataloging

» Easy Z39.50 copy cataloging - unlimited access to millions of MARC records including INFOhio’s Curriculum Resource
Catalog, Library of Congress and OCLC WorldCat.

Templates that allow “fill in the blank” cataloging for equipment, local items or those with no MARC record available.
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Authority Control — standardizes author, series, uniform title and subject headings in your records.

Your ITC loads records from all vendors and assists with any record exports/imports as needed.

Textbook Management — catalog and circulate your textbooks.
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Circulation Set Management — create groups of items either permanently or temporarily that can be checked out with just
one scan.

» Barcode Validation — helps libraries maintain system consistency and facilitates the use of auto-generated barcodes and
barcode shortcuts.

» Continuous checkout from patron to patron.

Special due dates can be entered for a student, class or the whole day.

Reports

» Hundreds of SirsiDynix delivered reports available for staff to use in WorkFlows and StaffWeb.
