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INTRODUCTION

 The INFOhio eBook Collection  is a shared collection of e-books and other valuable electronic resources for Ohio schools. These materials are either stored in repositories on INFOhio servers, and/or accessed remotely with approval, through interfaces created and maintained by INFOhio.  Access to these resources will be through the INFOhio automated school OPAC (Cat) and the INFOhio Discovery Portal. This document delineates the Collection Development Policy utilized by INFOhio staff and committees designated to select and maintain the INFOhio eBook Collection.

OBJECTIVES of the eBook Collection Database

The eBook Collection will contain both complex texts selected to promote literacy for K-12 students and professional development resources for Ohio K-12 teachers.
Ohio has adopted the Common Core State Standards for English Language Arts, which states that in order to be a literate person in the twenty-first century a student will "actively seek the wide, deep, and thoughtful engagement with high-quality literary and informational texts that builds knowledge, enlarges experience, and broadens worldviews." The Ohio Department of Education guidelines encourage teachers to use "classic or historically significant texts as well as contemporary works of comparable literary merit, cultural significance, and rich content" in their classrooms.
The INFOhio eBook Collection project will collect and make available to Ohio schools complex works of literary merit in an electronic format. The  titles will be cataloged using guidelines created by the INFOhio Cataloging Committee in order to increase the value of these resources to K-12 students and teachers by providing summaries, subject headings, and other metadata designed to aid in the discovery and selection of electronic works.
CRITERIA for Selection
The database currently will contain only works that are in the public domain in the United States or works for which INFOhio has acquired permission to provide to Ohio schools.
The following guidelines will be used as an advisory tool for selecting items to be included in the INFOhio eBook Collection.
· Materials added to the eBook Collection must meet at least one of the following criteria:
· Title is requested by an Ohio school

· Title is included in Common Core exemplar title lists
· Title is included in the INFOhio Curriculum Resource Catalog
· Title is included in one required or recommended reading list of an Ohio school

· The work is on a nationally recognized recommended reading list for K-12 readers, for example, the ALA “Best Books for the College Bound”
· Works that do not meet the above criteria may be added to the collection after review and recommendation by a  selection committee designated by INFOhio.

RECONSIDERATION OF MATERIALS
All objections regarding INFOhio resources shall be forwarded to the Executive Director and handled according to the policies of the INFOhio Collection Development Policy adopted by the INFOhio Governing Advisory Board.
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
