· Current wording says UC Rep must be “actively working as a licensed school library media specialist, classroom teacher, technology coordinator involved with school libraries.”

· Some librarians are having their positions changed into paraprofessionals, but same librarian is holding the job.

· Should they be allowed to still serve as a UC rep.

· Feedback:  

· if they are still certified and working in a library but in a different capacity, it shouldn’t matter

· Can we switch wording around to say you must be “actively licensed library media specialist…working in a k-12 setting”

· Does allowing a para (even if licensed) make it OK for districts to do this?  

· New wording:  “a licensed school library media specialist, classroom teacher, technology coordinator, or curriculum coordinator actively involved with school libraries”  OR “licensed educator actively involved with school libraries”

· Majority Vote:  “licensed educator actively involved with school libraries”

· Activities:
· Verify data of staffing loss

· Meeting with State Superintendent, ODE

· Hold Ohio Libraries Snapshot Day
· Meeting Oct 17 to enlist ODE’s support in advocating for school libraries and INFOhio

· Suggestion: can we use TRAILS data and show by district and crunch data by districts with and without certified librarians


· OhioLINK Dual Enrollment task force


· K-12 librarians are involved in this

· Concerned with Post-Secondary Option Students

· Concern:  who at the HS is helping with technical issues so PSS can use college level resources from outside the district; and access to OhioLINK

· Who is going to support the students in using BlackBoard, etc, OhioLINK, etc

· Group is coming up with recommendations: should there be a certified librarian in the high school that has a PSS course taught “in house”

· Feedback:  

· There is also the Early College High School (students work on B.A. degree while in HS)

· HS students do come to the HS library asking for help with College resources, librarians need training and help from the colleges/univ.

· Has anyone talked about $$ for HS librarians and students to use…licensing has always been a roadblock.  (Terri Fred)
