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Bank Deduping of MARC records 
INFOhio is offering districts a service that will merge duplicate bibliographic records in their banks. This process will compare records within the bank to determine if duplicates exist. To determine duplicates, the process will examine more than just the ISBN.  A series of match criteria is utilized that allows for more accurate matching than relying on a single field like the ISBN number or a vendor control number.  Note that for many of the match points, if a match tag is missing it will be treated as a wildcard and will be treated as a match since there is no data to indicate it is not a match. As a result, extremely brief records or very poor records could match a record that does not actually describe the item the brief record represents.

If there is not match for a bibliographic record it will not be selected for deduping and will not be enhanced. The program will select among the duplicates a base record based upon the following criteria:

Base record criteria

· Source of record as identified in tag 040

Hierarchy:


· SuperMARC (a deduped and enhanced record copied from the INFOhio K-12 Curriculum Catalog previously known as the Union Catalog.) 

· OCLC

· Follett

· Other

· Greatest number of tags will be used for those that have no 040 tag or the 040 tag is other than OCLC, SuperMARC and Follett. 

The program will then evaluate the duplicate records and move certain tags into the base record if they do not currently exist there. The resulting base record will have been enhanced by the existence of certain tags in the duplicate records. Examples of fields that will be copied to enhance the base record are:


Deduping enhancement fields

· 4XX
Series


490 tag with a first indicator of one (1) must have a 8XX tag or it will not be copied.

· Unique 5XX tags

· Unique 6XX tags

· Unique 7XX tags

· 8XX is governed by rules for 490 tag.

· Unique MultiLIS fields with the exception of Person as Subject and the content of tag 520 which may have been copied to a MultiLIS field for text based OPAC searching. NOTE: Web2 makes these MultiLIS fields obsolete. If you still search these fields from within the MultiLIS administrative online catalog please notify your DASite provider.

· All holdings are copied to the base record.

Evaluation of deduping prior to loading
You will be provided an Excel spreadsheet that will display four columns. The first column will contain the record selected as the base record. The second column will contain all records from your bank that were identified as duplicates. The third column will contain the merged record that will be loaded to replace the records in the first two columns. The fourth column will indicate the fields added to the base record as a result of merging the records together.

An example is included at the conclusion of this document.
After evaluating the spreadsheet you will need to sign a release form authorizing your DASite provider to apply the results to your database.  It will not be possible to be selective. Either all enhancements reflected in column three are loaded to replace all records in columns one and two or the bank’s records remain untouched. 

INFOhio has put great effort in the development of this process.  Despite this effort, there still may be issues that we have not identified.  If in the examination process you notice things that did not work as expected, please call those to the attention of your provider. 

Special note to those with brief or poor records:
INFOhio has another service that will enhance your records using matching records from the INFOhio Union Catalog.  INFOhio is not currently promoting this service since there is still cleanup that needs to be done on the K-12 Curriculum Resource Catalog. However, we are aware that some conversions had extremely poor records and those sites may wish to have this process run against those records. This process can be run against a file of select records so it is possible to run it against a single branch’s retrospective conversion records only.

The matching criteria are the same as that stated previously for the deduping process.  However, it must be noted that extremely brief records may be too brief to match other records.  To increase the matching rate, records in the bank must be sufficiently complete.  Please see the Phase 1b cleanup instructions found at http://www.infohio.org/LibraryStaff/Transition/CleanupPhase1b.html for an explanation of the cleanup process.

You will be provided an Excel spreadsheet that will display three columns. The first column will contain the record selected as the base record. The second column will contain all those records from your bank that were identified as matches. The third column will contain the record that will be loaded to replace the records in the first two columns, but includes enhancements from matching records of the INFOhio Union Catalog.

If you wish the records in the third column to be loaded to replace those in the first two columns you must sign a release form authorizing your DASite provider to do so. It will not be possible to be selective. Either all records in column three are loaded to replace all records in columns one and two or the bank records remain untouched.
If the records are extremely brief or poor:
A final alternative being made available by INFOhio is to use minimal match points.  This alternative is NOT recommended, but may be necessary for schools that migrated brief records from a different automation system or have relied heavily on CFLY cataloging.   When the minimum match points is requested, the match criteria follows:
