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BATCH UPDATING OF HOLDS
INTRODUCTION

This function allows for the starting, stopping, and modification of the daily batch job which produces a number of Holds reports.  This batch job accomplishes a number of actions on holds and hold queues.


It de-indexes the expired holds.


It updates the holds queue.


It generates a hold fine in a user record depending on the library’s hold policies.


It sends a message to the user with a hold request.


It changes item status to available when the holds queue goes empty.


It produces several hold status reports.

A hold will be determined expired at midnight of the date which is determined:

by the hold policy for “activated” holds  (Period for keeping holds active)


by the hold expiry date requested by the user.

If the library policy dictates a fine for not honoring a hold, this fine will automatically be applied to the user’s record during this batch process.

If the hold’s queue indicates that another user is in position 1 of the queue, this user will be issued a message indicating that the item is now available to them.  Their position will be advanced to “---”.  If the hold queue becomes empty, the item’s status is changed to “available” (or for inter-branch exchanges the item becomes “pending transfer”).
STARTING THE PROCESS THE MULTILIS WAY

To start this batch process select Batch Updating from the Administration menu.  Select Holds from the Batch Updating menu.  Select Start from the Holds menu.

MultiLIS allows for four different approaches to holds printing.  Centralized mode is specific to libraries without branches, and so is not recommended for INFOhio libraries.  Decentralized mode is for libraries with branches.  You can select to generate reports for each branch and specific or generic collection codes within each branch.

After entering the time to produce these reports, enter the branch (and collection code) for each desired combination.  When completed, press [RETURN] at an empty line to exit.

Use the [PF1] key to exit.

NOTE:
As of this writing, there is a bug in this process.  To use the above approach to start Batch Updating of Holds, you must have the PRODMAJ.TBL available in the LIS_LOCAL directory for the bank, and you must apply some changes to two .COM files, LIS_MGR:DORESERVPX.COM and LIS_MGR:DOPRES.COM, as seen in Appendix B.

The start process submits a job to the batch queue with a start date of tomorrow and a start time as dictated in the start parameters.

To stop the process, select Stop from the Holds menu.  This process will run one more time before it is stopped.

There is also a Modify process which allows for the modifications of all parameters.  Be aware that each parameter must be re-entered, or the original defaults will go into effect.
STARTING THE PROCESS THE EASY WAY 

As stated above, before starting the batch processing for Holds, you will need to make sure that the necessary system files and directories are defined.  In brief they are:

· Create a LIS_LOCAL directory for each bank.

· Copy/Create the PRODMAJ.TBL file in the newly created LIS_LOCAL directory.

· Copy/Create the LOCALI.CMD in the LIS_LOCAL directory.  Update as necessary.

Under the covers, the menu process described previously is editing/creating two files located in the LIS_LOCAL directory for the bank.  And then submitting a batch job with submission parameters as dictated by the entered parameters.  The batch job generates the reports, updates the necessary records, and resubmits itself for the next cycle.

To accomplish this outside of the multiLIS menus, you must create the directories and files as mentioned at the beginning of this section.  Then create the PARAMA.TBL and submit the batch job to be run.

Create/Update the PRODMAJ.TBL

The PRODMAJ.TBL oversees the running of all three available batch process:  overdues, holds, and temporary locations.  The parameter PRODR dictates whether the Holds process will be run.  If this bank is already using any of the batch processes, the PRODMAJ.TBL table is already created and simply must be edited for the Holds process.  If this is the first batch process for this bank, the PRODMAJ.TBL must be created.

To create the PRODMAJ.TBL, make sure that your logicals are pointing to the desired bank.  Then copy the table from the MULTILIS:[INITIAL] directory.


Ex.  COPY MULTILIS:[INITIAL]PRODMAJ.TBL LIS_LOCAL:*.* /LOG
Then the PRODR parameter in the PRODMAJ.TBL must be edited.


Ex.  PRODR:O
Make sure that the resulting file has the appropriate file access.


Ex. $ dir lis_local:prodmaj.tbl /prot 


   Directory MULTILIS:[LOCAL.BANK_17] 


   PRODMAJ.TBL;1        (RWED,RWED,RWE,RWE)
Create/Update the PARAMR.TBL

The PARAMR.TBL contains the specific parameters unique to the Holds updating for this branch.  It also must be located in the LIS_LOCAL directory for the specific bank running the Holds.

You can create this file with any VMS editor of your choosing.  Its contents should be determined as follows:


Ex.  $ edit lis_local:paramr.tbl

If collection codes are specified, you will need an a) and b) entry for each general location/collection code combination.

Schedule/Submit the Process

Use the submit command to submit the batch process.


Ex. $ submit/noprint/log=lis_log:dopres.log/after=“tomorrow+05:30” –

         $_ lis_mgr:dopres.com 

An alternative can be to schedule this job using the DEC Scheduler.  In that case, the /after submission parameter would not be used.
The Holds Reports

Up to three hold reports will be generated for each designated branch.


Holds Status for holds to be activated


Holds Status for expired holds with queued holds to be activated


Holds Status for expired holds with no queue which have been made “Available”

These reports will be printed if possible as well as placed in the requesting user’s directory.  The filenames are RXXXX.nn.  Where XXXX is the general location of the each branch with a report, and nn is the day of the month processed.


Ex.  RSMHS.15
Holds reports for general location SMHS for the 15th

NOTE:

For FROG users, a small modification to the DOPRES.COM will allow these reports to be placed in the INFOHIO_RPT directory of the bank so that each branch will have access to their reports.
Printing the Reports

Batch Updating for Holds provides for the possibility of printing each branch’s report on a printer located at that branch rather than the bank’s system printer.  This is done in the PRODMAJ.TBL.  Each branch wishing to print their own Holds reports must have an entry following the PRODR statement.  The format is general-location:printer-name.  When using this option, a default printer must also be defined as “AUTRE.” (Define a bogus print queue for those libraries with slaved printers or you’ll get an error message.)

       status “In transfer” in the sub-function Enter Items to Transfer.

The General Location corresponds to the item’s branch which is also the sending branch.  The branch which will receive the item on hold is displayed in square brackets [ ].  The patron names do not appear for holds which must be activated after the inter-branch transfer.

When the items are sent via the function Enter Items to Transfer, multiLIS offers library staff the possibility to print the hold workform which includes information on the patron with the hold.  The hold workform is also offered to library employees receiving the items after the transfer from the function Check Items Received.  Each item on hold can be transferred and be received with its own hold workform.  When the items to be transferred have been registered, a sending list for each branch or destination can be printed.  This list includes all the items whether or not on hold which must be sent to a particular branch.
