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Preparing an Instance to use the Java Client

Preparing an Instance to use the Java Client

Overview

1) Do not prepare an instance for use with the java client until you are actually ready to have users in the district start using the java client.  This helps to ensure that the java settings are as current as possible when they are ready to begin! 

2) Unicorn Services will need to be cycled during the preparation process.  Therefore, make sure users are logged out of the system before you begin.

3) There are 2 scripts to run.  Process each script only once per instance. 

4) The prep scripts will do the following:

a. Set symbolic links for the Clients directory

b. Deliver INFOhio’s standard set of java toolbars
c. Assign Toolbar(s) and matching Wizard Accesses to library staff User Access records based on the User Profile 

ex: LIB1* users are assigned the LIB1 and request Toolbars

     LIB2* users are assigned the LIB2 Toolbar

     LIB3* users are assigned the LIB3 Toolbar

     LIB4* users are assigned the LIB4 Toolbar

     CIRC1* users are assigned the CIRC1 Toolbar

     CIRC2* users are assigned the CIRC2 Toolbar

     CIRC3* users are assigned the CIRC3 Toolbar

     ADMIN user will have access to all Toolbars by default

d. If you have additional LIB* or CIRC* users, you will need to verify their user access record is set correctly.  You may need to:
i. Create a custom java toolbar

ii. Assign either a standard or custom java toolbar to the User Access

iii. Add/revoke access to wizards as may be appropriate for the user and toolbar
NOTE: Changes to Access privileges should ONLY be made thru the java client once the instance has been prepped for java.  This will synch the java privileges with the C client.  It is important to note that the reverse does not happen if you make changes in the C client (i.e. C client will not update the java accesses).

Running the scripts

1) Set into the instance.    Ex:  setXX  (where XX represents the instance code)  

2) Check if users are in the instance or if reports are currently running in the report queue.  
Ex:  OHhaltrun.sh XX email@domain.name status
Do not continue if either situation is true as the script will want to cycle services and will terminate any existing processes when this occurs! 

3) Run the first script OHprep4java.sh

5) Run the 3rd script, OHprep4java_properties.sh, to compare the property settings to those recommended by INFOhio Technical Services and to optionally replace the current settings with those specified in the USETHIS property file.  
USETHIS.custom (optional):  If your ITC has desired property settings that differ from the USETHIS file or are in addition to those in the USETHIS file, a USETHIS.custom file can be created in the XXX/Unicorn/Config/Properties/ directory.  The properties specified in the USETHIS.custom file will take priority over the properties in the USETHIS file by the OHprep4java_properties.sh script.  The entire USETHIS file should not be replicated in the USETHIS.custom file.  Instead, the USETHIS.custom file should only contain the specific properties that differ from those in USETHIS and any additional properties that are not included in the USETHIS.  Below is an example of the USETHIS.custom file created by an ITC:
