
Customizing Notices Text Files
Every standard delivery of Unicorn includes a group of report notice files; however, depending on the modules purchased and the system configuration, some reports, and consequently some notices, may not be available. The report notice files are found in the: /s/sirsi/XXX/Unicorn/Notices directory.

Creating a New Notice Text File


NOTE Sirsi says:  Each notice text file must have a unique name. When naming a new notice text file, do not use the name of any existing notice text files. Though this will have the short-term effect of replacing the delivered text with library-defined text, the new file could be overwritten in future updates or upgrades.  
However, currently Sirsi has placed restrictions in Ecole that prevent us from selecting a new filename on some of the notice reports.  Therefore, currently we MUST use the same filenames as the Sirsi default filenames. 
To create a new notice text file, refer to the following procedure.

1. Use the current notice text file as a template. Locate the current notice text file in the notices directory:  

cd  /s/sirsi/XXX/Unicorn/Notices


ls 
2. Make a .orig copy of the existing Sirsi file you plan to modify for the first time. Ex:
cp 1stoverdue 1stoverdue.orig

3. Edit the new file using a text editor. If you are comfortable using the vi editor, you can use it.  Otherwise you might prefer to ftp (use ASCII transfer mode) the file to your AXP server and use the VMS editor, then transfer back (again in ASCII mode) the modified file placing it back into  the notices directory.   /s/sirsi/XXX/Unicorn/Notices
Note: Sirsi recommends that no formatting, line wrapping, or justification should be attempted when editing notice text. Hard carriage returns should be used at the end of each line so that notice text will display and print consistently.

4. It is also recommended by INFOhio that you preserve a copy of your customized files elsewhere within the instance so you can easily restore the custom files in case they are lost/replaced during a software upgrade.  We recommend you create a /s/sirsi/XXX/Custom directory and store a copy of the customize notice files there.
Example: 
   mkdir /s/sirsi/XXX/Custom

Example: 
   cp /s/sirsi/KA/Unicorn/Notices/1stoverdue /s/sirsi/KA/Custom/1stoverdue
Using the New Notice Text File
To use the new notice text file, refer to the following procedure.

1. Select the template report you want to modify, or schedule a new report. Note: There are some slight differences between the “My” and “All” report options.  The last column below indicates if the report has an “output” option and if it’s possible to select a notice file other than the supplied filename, when submitting the report.

2. In the Output Options folder, select the gadget in a Message field to open the Number Range and/or Notices Text window. 
3. In the Notices File field, use the pull-down menu to select your desired notice filename. (Again, in Ecole it won’t currently allow you to change the selection, that’s why we had to use the same filename as the default Sirsi name.)
4. If you have the option for, and have edited closing text, use the pull-down menu in the Closing Text field to select your desired closing text file. 
5. Schedule the report.
Note: If you get a message like this, it means this is one of the reports that will not allow you to select a text file different than the supplied default.
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
