Removing MultiLIS and related software
NOTE:  This is a LIVING document, meaning that as more ITCs complete their migration to Sirsi this document will continue to change as we 1) learn more through experience and 2) complete all ancillary projects that depend on MultiLIS software, e.g. vendor loads, CatExpress, etc.  Before beginning software removal at your site, retrieve the latest version of this documentation from DAS DOCS.

Orbix – The removal of Orbix presumes that you no longer have a need to allow any client (Web2 system) to have access to any of your MultiLIS banks.
1. Stop the currently running daemon:

Login into Sobserv

$ @orbix$com:orbixdaemonstop

2. Remove (or comment out) the following lines from VMS system startup so a reboot will not restart Orbix:

3. Remove (or comment out) the following lines from VMS system shutdown so errors are not encountered during reboot.

4. Rename the below so a centrals restart will not attempt to stop wsearch:

RENAME LIS_MGR:STOP_CORBA_SERVERS.COM  (to) LIS_MGR:STOP_CORBA_SERVERS.OLD

5. (Optional) Remove any DEC Scheduler jobs that may be used to restart Orbix periodically.

6. Remove directories and files
All directories and subdirectories associated with the logical ORBIX$HOME can be removed.

7. Remove SYSUAF users and identifiers
User - ORBIXUSR

Identifier - ORBIX_MANAGER   (typically held by ORBIXUSR, SOBSERV, and                              sometimes OECN_INFOHIO.)
8. Remove Orbix installation files.  Be careful to investigate the contents of Orbix installation directories before deleting them.  Do NOT delete RELEASE directories.

TestWeb2 - the removal of Test Web2 presumes that you have “gone live” with all of your migrated Sirsi schools and that you are not interested in a separate site for future testing of Web2 releases, new features, or automated libraries before implementing them into production.
1. Stop Test Web2.

<Ctrl> c  

at webserver TestWeb2 console session
2. Remove directories in IIS.

Go into IIS Manager and remove virtual directories named Testweb2 and Testhtml.  You may be required to use an IIS stop to stop the website before these can be deleted.  Screen shots attached at end of document.
3. Delete the TestWeb2 folder.

Go into Windows Explorer and delete TestWeb2.  Some folders may not delete as they may say they are in use.  If you are sure all references are shutdown, be persistent.   Screen shots attached at end of document.
NOTE:  If you have older Taos or TestTaos folders on your webserver, these are no longer needed now that you have migrated to Sirsi and these can be deleted. 

MultiLIS – the MultiLIS application cannot be removed as it is still relied upon to provide conversion for vendor loads, CatExpress load messages, and conversion table support.  So do not delete any of the MultiLIS directories!!   Here are some general steps that can be taken to stop MultiLIS processing while maintaining needed directories used by some Sirsi K-12 procedures.

1. Before beginning, notify INFOhio Technical Services.  There are multiple jobs running in Lima which contacts each ITC in sequence.  We prefer to remove your ITC from these jobs rather than assume they will complete successfully once you have shut down MultiLIS.

2. Stop all DEC scheduled or otherwise scheduled jobs for CatExpress, UC_OCLC runs, DAS extractions, nightly backups, batch holds, batch temporary locations, batch overdues, attendance file pulls, creating cut files, infohio cleanup reports, etc.

· SCHEDULED PUPS MUST BE ALLOWED TO RUN!  The patron documentation now supports running the PUP for Sirsi K-12 outside of the original MultiLIS procedure.  Once the changes are made per the documentation, you can stop the schedule for the MultiLIS procedure.
· Catexpress emails will stop!  Even after you have migrated a district to Sirsi K-12, unless you have stopped the CatExpress load job, CatExpress records are still being loaded into MultiLIS and an email stating such is sent to your users.  When you stop the CatExpress scheduled load job, the emails will stop and your users may become confused.  Their records are still being loaded in the Union Catalog, but no email notification is sent by that job.  

3. Contact INFOhio Technical Services a request a modification to your startup_multilis.com so that centrals are not started during VMS reboot.
4. Stop and lock centrals.

· In SOBSERV, lis cent stop 

· In SOBSERV, lis cent lock

5. For disk space recovery, consider these actions:

· Check that you running regular housekeeping activities as numerated in the MultiLIS system administrators guide.

· Clean up MultiLIS upgrade/release directories.  TIP:  $ dir multilis:[000000...]v112* and $dir infohio_root:[000000…]v112*
· Delete conversion directories after you have copied the archived data to another media.

· Initialize .DON and .MAJ files.  From Sobserv:
· COPY LIS_INI:*.INI* LIS_DBSM:*.MAJ/LOG

· COPY LIS_INI:*.INI* LIS_DBS:*.DON/LOG
· NOTE:  This step essentially replaces all of the data in your databases with a few initialization records.  You should note, that while the rather dramatic presentation of this item at the June 2006 Training was a tad overblown the sentiment remains the same, make sure all users, administration, and staff are on board with this decision.  You can actually recover from this step as long as you keep a good backup and you make no further changes in the MultiLIS applications so that all logicals, etc, are kept intact.  However, if you would ever attempt to recover the data, it must be recovered in entirety, on the same logical device – you cannot restore individual banks, branches, or files. And even if restored in entirety, INFOhio Technical Services will not guarantee a successful centrals startup.

Click the Web2 website and use the square tool to stop the website.  Then right-click and delete both the testhtml and testweb2 virtual directories.

In Windows Explorer, right-click the TestWeb2 folder and delete it and all of its subfolders.  It may claim to be in use, so try, try, again.
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
