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Activating Barcode Validation

For the Workflows Java Client
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ACTIVATING BARCODE VALIDATION FOR THE WORKFLOWS JAVA CLIENT
A feature available for the Java Client users is barcode validation.  When this feature is activated, the Workflows Java Client will inform users that the barcode did not comply with the barcode validation policies.  Example:
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The barcode validation will check the following:
1. The first digit of the barcode number must be a 2 (user/patron) or 3 (item)

2. Positions 2 through 5 of the barcode number is the institution code assigned to the school district

3. Position 14 is appropriate calculated check-digit (mod 10 algorithm)

4. The barcode is 14 digits long

Note that SirsiDynix automatically generated barcode numbers, like those for new items, are exempt from barcode validation policies.
Before turning on barcode validation, the check option of the OHbargen.sh script should be utilized to identify any current item and/or user barcodes that are invalid.  In addition, the instance should already be prepared for the Workflows Java Client and all users within the district should be using the Workflows Java Client exclusively.  
Finally, running the OHbarcodevalidation.sh script includes changes made to the policies for the instance.  Therefore, the procedure will include a halt and cycle of the instance to put the policies into effect.  
When running the script, you will have four options:

1. Prepare the instance for barcode validation

2. Turn barcode validation ON

3. Turn barcode validation OFF

4. Exit
“1. Prepare the instance for barcode validation” is required and is used to adjust the policies properly.  Near the conclusion of step 1, you will be given the option to proceed to “2. Turn barcode validation ON”.  You do not have to immediately turn on barcode validation.  You can use the Barcode Verify Wizard and SirsiDynix-provided reports (List Invalid Item IDs Report/List Invalid User IDs Report) to further confirm that the patron and item barcodes are indeed valid.

“2. Turn barcode validation ON” will confirm that you have completed “1. Prepare the instance for barcode validation” and then activate barcode validation.

“3. Turn barcode validation OFF” can be used in the event that barcode validation has to be turned off.  An example would be a library that claimed to be utilizing the Workflows Java Client but were still utilizing the C-Client.

ADDING ADDITIONAL EXEMPT BARCODES

After Barcode Validation is turned on, any new staff or special users that need to be added to Unicorn must first be added to the barcode exemption list.  

1. Go into Configuration toolbar and select “Barcode Exempt” from the “Select Access Control Configuration” menu and 
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2. Create the new User ID and Description and save it.
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3. Veify that the new User ID is in the list.
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4. After checking that the new User ID is in the list, there is still a need to cycle services before adding the user.  The instance should be cycled as part of the overnight backup procedure.
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
