Removing Test Data from an Instance BEFORE Go-Live

The OHcleartestdata.sh procedure will remove test data from a single instance.  Policies, authority records, and required system users should be retained and not deleted.  During this procedure, the majority of the work is being done to retain key user records (SIRSI, ADMIN, library staff, special Sirsi users, etc.) so that they do not need to be recreated when data is loaded into the system once again.
The procedure removes data for ALL branches in the instance.  Therefore, do not use these instructions in any instance where branches have gone live with Sirsi.   As you use this procedure, take your time and review the instructions provided in the script. Invoke the procedure by typing in the following at the Unix prompt:
OHcleartestdata.sh

Replies to prompts are emphasized for quick reference, but you are encouraged to review the text for a more thorough understanding of the process.  On occasion, informational displays will be presented that will result in a --More--(nn%) prompt appearing on the screen.
