RECORD CONVERSION PROCESS

Files for Union Catalog/OCLC Request Records

Check your LIS_TAB directory for the current version of the Union Catalog conversion tables for Union Catalog records and OCLC Request records.

T_UNION.TBL should be Version 1.1 

T_UNIO2.TBL should be Version 1.0 

T_UOCLC.TBL should be Version 1.1

T_UCREJ.TBL (does not have a version number in the file)

T_UCBRF.TBL (does not have a version number in the file)

The security setting of these files should be: (RWED,RWED,RWE,RE)

If you do not have the current version of these conversion tables, please contact INFOhio Technical Services to receive them.

These conversion tables are used by the LOADMARC program when converting Union Catalog and OCLC Request records for loading.

The T_UNION.TBL and T_UOCLC.TBL contain optional processing for both the 520 and 600 tag.  The T_UNIO2.TBL contains optional processing for only the 600 tag.  You should comment/uncomment the optional processing sections according to your sites needs.  See below for additional information.

OPTIONAL 520 processing.  If you have previously been loading the contents 

   of the 520 tag (summary, abstract, annotation) into a multiLIS Descriptor 

   field  (ZONDESC*) so that the contents of 520 are searchable via an OPAC

   Keyword search, and you wish to continue doing so, you'll need to uncomment

   the optional section of code which does this.  While editing the table, 

   search for the words "OPTIONAL 520".  Which should take you to this 

   section:

   \* Load the contents of the 520 tag into the MultiLIS field ZONDESC* so that 

   \* those content notes are searchable thru a Descriptor search.

OPTIONAL 600 processing.  If you have previously been creating a multiLIS

   Descriptor entry (ZONDESC*) for any 600 tag (subject - personal name)

   in the bib record so that searching by PS= in the OPAC is functional,

   and you wish to continue doing so, you'll need to uncomment the optional 

   section of code which does this.  While editing the table, search for the 

   words "OPTIONAL 600".  Which should take you to this section:

Make sure that the protection is set correctly on these files.  They require no further customization by you.

In order for your union loads to work correctly, you need to make sure that the logicals 

INFOHIO$OCLC_QUEUE

INFOHIO$OCLC_DASMAIL

INFOHIO$OCLC_REQUEST_DASMAIL

INFOHIO$UNION_REQUEST_DASMAIL

INFOHIO$DASITE

are defined correctly for your site by customizing the  INFOHIO_ROOT:[SITE_SPECIFIC]INFOHIO_LOGICALS.COM file.

Example for NOACSC:

The one remaining file which needs to be customized at your site is the INFOHIO_ROOT:[SITE_SPECIFIC]UC_OCLC_MAIL.DAT file.  This file is used when OCLC Request records are loaded.  It identifies the users in each bank who should receive an email message pertaining to the OCLC request record load.

Example of entries in the UC_OCLC_MAIL.DAT file for NOACSC.

MultiLIS Menu Entries for Union Catalog/OCLC Request Bank Access

For INFOhio standardization between DASites, all sites should have the options for accessing the Union Catalog and the Union Catalog OCLC Request Bank defined in their LOCMENU.M file as shown:
