Configuring Orbix

Before being able to use the MultiLIS Wcirc server(s) from Web2, the server(s) must be ‘declared’ to Orbix, in order to let Orbix know of their existence.  This registration causes the definition of one or many Wcirc servers to be added to Orbix’s implementation repository.

1. Log in as ORBIXUSR.  Reset the password if necessary.  Keep in mind that this password may need to be shared with INFOhio Technical Support or the Web2 vendor if you require assistance.
2. Add the first MultiLIS Wcirc server definition, using the Orbix ‘putit’ utility. 

Determine the device and path name for the logical MULTILIS which is the multiLIS tree.
$ show log multilis

"MULTILIS" = "LIMA2$DKC3:[000000.MULTILIS.]" (LNM$SYSTEM_TABLE)

Determine the name of your wcirc server and substitute file used for setting the correct environment.  For example, for Bath Local Schools, you may choose a wcirc-server-name of wcirc_BA and point to the subs-filename SUBS.ENV_ 23 in LIS_MGR which sets the environment for the Bath Local Schools bank in MultiLIS. 

Place the appropriate pieces of information into the below syntax. Note of caution, each pair of brackets “<>” are preceded and followed by a space.
$ putit <wcirc-server-name> -shared LIS_MGR:start_wcirc.com <multiLIS tree> <subs-filename>
Example:
$ putit wcirc_BA –shared LIS_MGR:start_wcirc.com DKC3:[multilis] subs.env_23

3. Review the current definition of the server, use Orbix’s ‘catit’ utility, followed by the name of the registered server.

Example:

$ catit wcirc_BA
[112530: New Connection (lima2.noacsc.org,IT_daemon,*,SYSTEM,pid=55171,optimise]

4. Should your definition be incorrect, you can remove it using the ‘rmit’ utility (and re-add it using ‘putit’).

Example:
$ rmit wcirc_BA
[112530: New Connection (lima2.noacsc.org,IT_daemon,*,SYSTEM,pid=55171,optimise]
5. Change the protection modes so that everybody may ‘invoke’ and ‘launch’ this new server.

Example:

$ chmodit wcirc_BA i+all

(lowercase ‘I’)
[112530: New Connection (lima2.noacsc.org,IT_daemon,*,SYSTEM,pid=55171,optimise]
$ chmodit wcirc_BA l+all 

(lowercase ‘L’)

[112530: New Connection (lima2.noacsc.org,IT_daemon,*,SYSTEM,pid=55171,optimise]
6. Verify the server’s registration data for each server registered (name, owner, launch mode, invoke mode and launch command).  
Example:

$ catit wcirc_BA
[93596: New Connection (lima2.noacsc.org,IT_daemon,*,SYSTEM,pid=55171,optimised]
