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Version 11.2 to 11.2.1.4 UPGRADE ON OPEN VMS

Introduction

Version 11.2.1.4 of MultiLIS is an intermediate release version with several new features and many corrected bugs.  For more information, please consult the 11.2.1 Release documentation at http://www.infohio.org/training/dasite/ by selecting the link for DRA MultiLIS 11.2 documentation.  In addition to the V11.2.1 release, Service Pack 1 (which contains additional corrections to the release), Z39.50 V2.8a and Wsearch V2.3C has also been included in this installation.  The preliminary release of revised INFOhio report menus is not included at this time.  A subsequent release will be made for the report changes.

The following document specifies the installation requirements and procedures for installing version 11.2.1 and Service Pack 1 of MultiLIS at a customer site.  Instructions are provided for the Alpha OpenVMS platform.  Essentially, the installation consists of the following steps:

1. Verifying the installation requirements

2. Performing the pre-installation procedures

3. Restoring the saveset

4. Running the installation

5. Performing the post-installation procedures

6. Testing the installation

What to do before installing the version

1 Requirements

Review this document in full before beginning the installation.  You should plan on at least 1day to complete the pre-processing tasks, the installation and the post-processing tasks.

You should be running minimal O/S VMS 7.1+ (AXP) and Multinet version 4.2 Rev A.

2 Ensure you have room on your system.

a) You will be restoring version 11.2.1.4 over the existing 11.2 database tree.  Before you begin ensure that there exists 750,000 free blocks of disk space on the MultiLIS root disk and 300,000 free blocks of disk space on the INFOHIO_ROOT disk.

Example:  $ SHOW DEV MULTILIS

 

   $ SHOW DEV INFOHIO_ROOT

b) As part of the upgrade, there will be some conversions of the .DON files and re-indexing of the database.  If your .DON files are on a separate drive, ensure that you have plenty of disk space on that drive too.  You will need about 2.5 times the size of the DESCRIPTS.DON and DICTIONR.DON added together available on the LIS_DBS device.
Example: 

To find required:

$ dir lis_dbs:descripts.don,dictionr.don/size         

Directory MULTILIS_DON:[DB]

3 Bump PGFLQUO on installation account to 600,000

The account you are doing the install from, presumably SOBSERV, needs to have PGFLQUO set at 600,000 on the SYSUAF record.  This is necessary for the sorts that occur during re-indexing of the database.

4 Improve privileges on SOBSERV account.

The new Z39.50 server requires both "SHARE" and "PRMMBX" privileges to be able to start Z39.50.  Make sure these privileges are included in the authorized privileges of SOBSERV's SYSUAF record.

5 Ensure the value of LIS_CUSTOM is set to 32788

This variable is defined via the substitute files.  It MUST be defined for all libraries either in a master substitute file or in each substitute file. 

6 Print outstanding Library Products

Before installing version 11.2.1.4, it is necessary to print out any library products that have been requested but not yet printed.  This includes catalog cards, spine labels, book labels and book cards.  Any products that have been requested, but have not been generated through report production will be lost after the upgrade!  

You will either need to create these for each of your banks, or advise your users to create them in advance of you applying the upgrade

7 Save Customizations

Before installing version 11.2.1.4, it is necessary to save any customizations that you have made to MultiLIS files.  These may include .CMD, .COM, .TXT, or .M files.  Place these files in a directory that will not be accessed by the upgrade, e.g. MULTILIS:[SOBSERV.INFOHIO_CUSTOM].  A typical list would include:

You may have other files than those listed above that you have modified and want to protect.  You should try to identify these before starting the upgrade.

Any files in the MultiLIS LIS_LOCAL directory and INFOHIO_ROOT directories will remain untouched with the exception of the INFOhio customized report menus which call the IFD reports, and standard MultiLIS menus which were modified for changes to Pascal reports. Uniquely named custom LISLIST reports (not a standard MultiLIS report file .CMD name) in the MultiLIS LIS_LIS directory should also remain untouched. The following menus will be placed both in the [.MENUS] and [.LOCAL] directories.

After conversion, some of the old custom programs (lists or DCL shells) may not work correctly with the newer version of MultiLIS and may need modification due to structural differences in database files.  You should verify after installation if your customized routines require additional updating.

8 Determine MultiLIS file protections

This upgrade may change the file protections that have been set for world access by INFOhio users.  Note what the current file protections are by issuing a DIR command with the /SEC parameter and placing the information into a file for later review.  

Example:

$ DIR MULTILIS:[000000…] /SEC/DATE/OUT=MULTILIS.SECURITY

NOTE:

If you have your database split across multiple drives, be sure to get the information for all of those MultiLIS directories too!  Example, here we have our database split across 3 disk drives; one for the main MultiLIS tree, one for the .DON and .CAT files and one for the .MAJ files.

Example:

$ sho log multilis

"MULTILIS"
= "LIMA2$DKC3:[000000.MULTILIS.]"

    (LNM$SYSTEM_TABLE) 

$ sho log multilis_don 

"MULTILIS_DON” 
= "DKC301:[000000.MULTILIS.]" (LNM$SYSTEM_TABLE)

$ sho log multilis_maj

"MULTILIS_MAJ" = "DKC102:[000000.MULTILIS.]" (LNM$SYSTEM_TABLE)

$ dir multilis:[000000...]*.*/sec/date/out=multilis.security         

$ dir multilis_don:[000000...]*.*/sec/date/out=multilis_don.security 

$ dir multilis_maj:[000000...]*.*/sec/date/out=multilis_maj.security

9 Ensure you have a complete backup

Before beginning, be sure you have a complete backup of all your MultiLIS database directories!!!

10 Create a .LOG File of the Installation

Before starting the installation do a SET HOST 0/LOG.  This will create a log file of everything you do during the installation.  This can be quite helpful if you have a problem or need to remember what you have done.  The file will be called SETHOST.LOG in your login directory.  If you happen to logout from your job that started the log file, remember to do a SET HOST 0/LOG when you login again so that you will continue to log the installation information.

Restoring v112.bck saveset

1 Login as SOBSERV
2 Verify that all MultiLIS users are logged out

You can use this command to see what files MultiLIS users might still have open and ask them to log out.  All MultiLIS files must be freed before beginning the install or there could be problems when the install tries to run the One-Shot programs.

$ sho dev/file/nosys lis_dbs:

3 Stop the Centrals

$ LIS CENT STOP

4 Lock the Centrals

    $ LIS CENT LOCK

5 Purge the MultiLIS directories and rename current files to version 1

     $ SET PROCESS/PRIVILEGES=ALL

     $ PURGE [MULTILIS…]*.*/LOG

     $ RENAME [MULTILIS…]*.*.*/EXCLUDE=(*.DIR)  *.*.1/LOG

NOTE:

If you are attempting this on a group level test system, make sure that the above command reflects the actual MultiLIS tree name for your test installation.


6 Unzip the mlis_v1121.zip file

The AXP ZIP file for MultiLIS version 11.2.1.4, Service Pack 1, Z39.50 V2.8a, and Wsearch V2.3C has been copied to the infohio_root:[000000] directory at each site.  This step unzips that file into the saveset.  Again, ensure there is 750,000 free blocks of disk space on the MultiLIS disk for expansion of this ZIP file.
Verify that you have the ZIP file:

MLIS_V1121.ZIP 

$ DIR INFOHIO_ROOT:[000000]*V1121*.ZIP

Define UNZIP and unzip the files.

$ set proc /priv=all

$ unzip :== $lis_util:unzip_axp

$ unzip infohio_root:[000000]mlis_v1121.zip

[ Warning: VMS version mismatch.   This version V7.1 -- version made by V7.2 ] 

  Inflating: mlis_v1121.bck   

If you receive the above warning message it is okay.  Verify that you now have the file entitled: 
mlis_v1121.bck 
7 Restore the savesets

Verify the current disk name and MultiLIS tree root directory.  Make note of what the command returns to you.

Example:

$ SHOW LOG MULTILIS  

"MULTILIS"="LIMA2$DKC3:[000000.MULTILIS.]" (LNM$SYSTEM_TABLE)

Perform the following commands replacing DDDD with the disk name obtained from the previous step and MUTILIS with the directory obtained from the previous step:

    Example:

    $ BACKUP MLIS_V1121.BCK /SAVE-

    _$  /SELECT=[UPGRADE1121…]*.* DDDD:[MULTILIS…]*.*-

    _$  /OWNER=PARENT/NEW/LOG

This restores version 11.2.1.4 MultiLIS and additional component files over the existing version of MultiLIS.  

NOTE:

It is no longer required to link the object files as in previous versions of MultiLIS.  The product now contains all executables.

Install New Images

1 Reinstall standard MultiLIS images

Replace the old MultiLIS images in memory with the new images.

LISXCOTE.EXE
LISMULTI.EXE

LISCART.EXE
LISLIST.EXE

LISCRDXT.EXE
LISLISTAT.EXE

LISCENT.EXE
LISPOL.EXE

NOTE:

We are assuming that all DASites now have their production version of MultiLIS installed at the System, rather than Group, level.  System installs are recommended for INFOhio.  However, because of the MultiLIS logicals, you cannot have more than one MultiLIS database installed at system level.  This means that if you have both a production and a second separate training/test database on your system, your production database would be installed at System level and your training database would be installed at a Group level.

For a database installed at Group level the privileges for step 1 would be: /priv=(group,grpprv) and steps 2 and 3 below do not apply.

For a database installed at System level a utility procedure has been provided to accomplish both steps 1 and 2.  

$ @infohio_root:[utilities]replace_multilis_images replace

Example:  for images installed at system level.

$ install

install>replace lis_exe:lisxcote.exe/open/share/head/priv=(world,sysgbl,syslck) install>replace lis_exe:liscart.exe/open/share/head/priv=(world,sysgbl,syslck)

2 Reinstall additional MultiLIS images

You must also replace all the additional images you have installed when MultiLIS is installed at system level.

These last 4 images are needed for batch

NOTE: If you did not already have these last four images installed, you may receive the warning: 

%INSTALL-W-NOPREV, no previous entry exists - new entry created   
Also be sure these are part of your startup procedure that installs the other extra MultiLIS images each time your system is rebooted.  Example:SYS$STARTUP:INSTALL_MULTILIS.COM
3 Invoke new logicals and symbols

Logout and then login to ensure your account has invoked any new logicals and symbols.  

Restart your SETHOST.LOG file by reissuing the command:

$ SET HOST 0/LOG after logging back in.

One-Shots

The following one-shots will be run automatically on the database when you run the installation script.  

One-shot
Purpose
Files touched

OSHTresetusers
This one-shot modifies patrons 0x and 1x for all banks up to and including bank 199. The program modifies the expiration date and adds default users for the banks 128-199.
· Usagers.don

· Politiqs.don

OSHT2ind
This one-shot performs a cleaning of the indicators in the subject headings.
· Dictionr.don

OSHTavisret


Relocates zone 45 in overdues to zone 86, this is done to handle up to 255 occurrences.
· Politiqs.don

OSHTdatefonds
Enables correction of end dates of holdings when greater than the prediction model.
· Profils.don

· Fonds.don

OSHTfnotes
Enables individual notes for volumes under grouped enumeration.
· Profils.don

· Fonds.don

Performing the Installation

INFOhio Technical Services has supplied the V1121.COM procedure to complete the MultiLIS V11.2.1.4 plus Service Pack 1 in batch mode.

Before beginning:

1. If the .don files are not in the directory defined by the logical LIS_DBS, and you use the logical LIS_DON instead, change the DCL script lis_util:upgrade1121.com and replace references to LIS_DBS with LIS_DON

2. Make sure there is enough free disk space on the drive where the .DON files reside (about 2.5 times the size of the descripts.don and dictionr.don files added together).

3. Be sure you have a good backup of your database!

To begin the installation enter:

$ submit/noprint/keep/log/notify/que=your_queuename lis_util:V1121.com

The V1121 procedure runs the lis_util:upgrade1121.com installation script.  If there is an error the DCL will stop. There are 10 steps in total, from 0 to 9. The installation script will also compress certain .DON files and perform necessary indexations. The V1121.com should be submitted to batch to ensure proper logging of the update.  This information is essential if there are any problems.

It is possible to periodically check on the upgrade by typing the V1121.LOG file.

The V1121 upgrade will run approximately 1-2 hours on most DAS systems depending on the system, number of banks and size of the database.

Complete Z39.50 Changes 

To complete the Z39.50 upgrade add the below logical to the LIS_LOGICALS.COM file and invoke new logicals.

$ edit lis_mgr:lis_logicals.com
Insert the logical for Z39_TCP after Z39_PORT.

$       Deflog  Z39_LICENSE     75

$       Deflog  Z39_PORT        210

$       Deflog  Z39_TCP         MULTINET

Invoke the new logicals.

$ @lis_mgr:lis_logicals
Verify All Occurrences of NBCENT 

This version of MultLIS is intolerant of any inconsistencies in the SUBS parameter NBCENT in multiple SUBS files.  It is important that you diligently check for the correction of this item.  Wsearch will be unable to find records for Web2 and your centrals will not shut down properly if this item is not corrected!  To determine if the problem exists at you site, search your ENV files and verify that all occurrences of NBCENT are correct.

$ search lis_mgr:*.env* nbcent

The value of all occurrences of NBCENT in the above files should equal the value of the NBCENT logical in LIS_MGR:LIS_LOGICALS.COM. 

$ search lis_mgr:lis_logicals.com nbcent

Example response:   $       Deflog  nbcent          4

With the exception of LISDEF.ENV, change each ENV file that contains an incorrect NBCENT parameter to match the NBCENT logical found on your system.  

NOTE:

UC_EXTRACT.ENV is used by the DAS Extraction process.  Correct this file if needed, but do not delete it.

Restore/Incorporate Customizations 

DIFF your saved customization files with the new versions of these files. Note the differences.  You may find in some cases that the customized versions can simply be copied back into the normal directories.  In other cases, you will have to re-evaluate your customizations and reapply them to the 11.2.1.4 version of these files.  Some examples of the latter case are the AVISBIL_1.CMD, AVISBIL_2.CMD, and MAILER.CMD, and menu changes.

Be sure to evaluate menus in both the multilis:[menus] and multilis:[local] directories.

Apply Latest INFOhio Software Release

The latest INFOhio Software Release contains updates to INFOhio software that is required to run version 11.2.1.4 of MultiLIS.  Proceed immediately to the Forum for further instructions on the installation of the July 2001 INFOhio Software Release.

Check/Set Directory and File Protections

Make sure that the protections on the MultiLIS directories and files have been restored to the appropriate access for INFOhio users.  Compare current files with those listed on your *.SECURITY reports you created before beginning the installation.

You may also use the command file: 

Infohio_Root:[examples]set_protections_example.com

as a basis for building a command file to set the protections correctly.  

This example command procedure must be customized for your specific site.  Your customized version of this file should be moved to the INFOHIO_ROOT:[SITE_SPECIFIC] directory for safekeeping.  Files in the [examples] directory are overwritten with INFOhio software updates.  An updated set_protections_example.com is included in the previously mentioned INFOhio software update that is to be applied.

Test The Database

1 Unlock the Centrals

$ LIS CENT UNLOCK

2 Start the Centrals

$ LIS CENT START

3 Test the database

Do a search in the OPAC from the MultiLIS User Menu.  Test other MultiLIS modules, menus and reports.

4 Test the centrals shutdown

     $ LIS CENT STOP

     $ LIS CENT START

Test a few searches in Web2.

Cleanup directories

If you find that the installation has made you short on disk space you may wish to begin file cleanup.  Once you are confident the installation has been successful and you have everything you need from the old files, you can PURGE the whole MultiLIS tree.  It is recommended that you wait at least one week after the upgrade to perform the cleanup if possible.

$ PURGE/LOG DDDD:[MULTILIS*…] where DDDD= Disk name 

There are also files created during the conversion which can be deleted from the LIS_DBS directory:       *.ori, *.log

In the home directory of the login used to perform the installation these files may be deleted:                      *.out *.tri

The mlis_v1121.bck may also be deleted, however, the mlis_v1121.zip should be saved until you are sure that it is no longer needed.

V11.2.1.4 Passwords

The utility program passwords have not changed with V11.2.1.4 installation.

1x =MONET

LISUTIL = picasso 

LISRMBNK = lyman
NOTE:

The LISUTIL and LISRMBNK passwords must be entered in lowercase!

DASites accept responsibility for any damage to the database caused by using these programs and passwords and are liable for any expenses incurred should DRA have to make corrections to the database.

V11.2.1.4 Database Validation

The LISVALFI program is no longer used for database validation.  The LIS_MGR:VALIDE.COM procedure now uses the program LISDBA.  If you ever need to validate a single .don or .maj file you need to define the symbol for LISDBA and run as follows:

$ lisdba :== "$lis_Exe:lisdba"     

$ lisdba v <filename> 

Example:  $lisdba v lis_dbs:docindex.don

V11.2.1.4 NEWMARC changes

When loading brief records, like OCLC Request records, you will see a new message in the Sortie.dat file.

Record: 00-0000000   A leader has been created for this record 

NEWmarc when encountering a record without a proper leader will create one by default and tells about it in the sortie.dat. This will allow the cataloger to always access the bib record without problem.  

The default Leader created will contain the following values: 

Pos 5: n (new record) 

Pos 6: a (Language material) 

Pos 7: m (Monograph/item) 

Note: positions 6-7 combined describe monographs (books) 

Pos 17: u (encoding level unknown) 

Pos 18: u (descriptive cataloguing unknown) 

Note that there is no 008 tag created by NEWmarc when it does not exist in a loaded bib record.   But when accessing in cataloging a bib record that was loaded without a tag 008, the values in the 008 presented on the cataloging screen are default values based on the leader positions 6 and 7.  Changing the value in the leader will change the 008 default values. 

Bib records loaded without a valid leader, for which a default leader was created, need to be revised at some point, hence the sortie.dat new message.  In the case of brief OCLC requests, the record will be corrected when the request is eventually filled.  Librarians should review the sortie and correct the default leader for other types of brief records, other than OCLC Requests, that may be loaded.
