What is MORE?

MORE is an acronym for Moving Ohio Resources Everywhere, and also a statewide resource- sharing network that brings more resources to library patrons. 

The MORE system was developed by the Ohio Public Library Information Network (OPLIN) and the State Library of Ohio in 2001 and is guided by a vision that any Ohio library patron will be able to borrow any circulating item from any Ohio library.

Who is using MORE?
There are currently more than 100 public, school, academic and specialized libraries from urban, suburban and rural communities utilizing the MORE system.

During the first year of implementation, more than 11,400 students and library patrons have logged into the MORE system and more than 21,000 requests have been filled.

How does MORE work?
If library patrons check their local library catalog and can’t find what they need, they can try to find the item using the MORE system. With MORE, patrons can search the catalogs of participating libraries across Ohio and request items that will then be delivered to their home library for checkout. 

What are the benefits of MORE?
MORE provides students and library patrons with the opportunity to search the catalogs of participating libraries throughout Ohio and empowers them to control the search and borrowing process. This dramatically reduces the paperwork and number of staff hours that are required with the traditional Interlibrary Loan process.

While MORE doesn’t eliminate the need for a library collection, it does provide libraries with a greater depth in their current offerings and allows them to respond quickly to unanticipated demands, all in a more cost-effective manner than with traditional Interlibrary Loan. 

Why do we need MORE?
Recognizing the difficulties all libraries face in obtaining adequate funding to keep pace with the growing demands of today’s library patrons, the MORE system was created to allow libraries to pool their resources and offer a wider range of materials and services without spending more money.
