ER Core Collection – Cynthia – see slides

· Cynthia reinforced that the back to school slide show and toolkit materials depend on staffing in July, budget, etc.

· Q: SchoolRooms capabilities - compare products – nettrekker and webfeet (no longer available) get vendor to do?

Federated Searching – Cynthia
 – Do we need it? Would a tailored Ohio Web work? The UC broke into groups to discuss and report back

· Group 1 – HS teachers don’t teach Federated Search – targeting to specific databases, not necessary but option should be available; Ohio Web Library (public library-ish) interface is better esp. if free  

· Group 2 – a much slower search (Federated) than a specific database search, first page is all one source; Ohio Web Library has several sources on one page – would have to teach the sort button to make this work; partnership is good if no real cost – market this way vs public library

· Group 3 – most of our students don’t use it – too slow “this computer doesn’t have anything on it” or go to specific database; Ohio Web interface would be ok

· Group 4 – times out, so not good for instruction; a more college level interface would be better 

· Q: who are the 9m users then?? A: try it because it is there the first time or taught originally - frustrated, redirected to databases

· Q: will SchoolRooms federated search = INFOhio federated search? A: maybe not – will diverge

OPAC/CAT – Jean

· Q: Two interfaces at the same time – yes

· Q: Search Screen - What options do we need? – in general ok, no objections

· Keyword two places - confusing

· Where is “search all?”

· Exact is a good addition – but if you forget “the” it doesn’t come up, suggest numerical searches only

· In-exact is a good option too

· Take off the word catalog

· Q: Lists – can turn on and off – general enthusiasm

· Can you not show items that you don’t have? Not sure

· Will BESS work with this? Not sure

· Can you put your best books on the list? Yes, but have to change MARC record

· Customize per building and mark summer reading list? Yes

· Options all part of quick search screen? Yes

· Recommended Reading award winners – how are these determined? Have to do it as a state

· C: please include Printz awards

· Q: Brief Results – 

· Q: Brief results list – no detailed item information, so answer was make the details one click away. Is this going to be satisfactory? YES, summary under details is ok – do explain at other user meetings

· Q: Bookbag / Kept list – what is the format of this and can we customize? Yes – but later

· Q: Categories come up from LC call number? Yes 010 tag is classification. Subjects are from authority class records – LC

· Q: Find out if these will be helpful and relevant. Can you leave this off? Check this. Can you flip these? Yes – all agreed

· C: “Try these too” is very helpful – switch the two boxes to put this one on top of the categories

· Q: Show me? Go to the next step which is the detailed record display

· Q: Difference between Show Me and Details? No, use “Show Me Details”, keep button on right

· Q: Default on where? HERE (all)

· Q: Kept records? Will say Remove

· Q: Added content? Purchased pictures, chili fresh reviews with 4 or 5 stars – students could read and write reviews moderated

· Q: What is the order? In sort by field – NONE and default is LIFO last cataloged item

· Q: Available and total – 0 is book is checked out

· Q: Can Due Date display? Don’t know

· Q: Only first call number displays? Yes, but more is in Show Me

· Q: If you do all libraries display? Copies from multiple libraries show up

· Q: Any items shadowed – lost, missing – then counted in list? No

· Q: Can you sort list by title if multiple records for title? Think not, not sure

· Q: Title different color? Yes

· Q: How do you see building holdings for other buildings? Change display to all and it will show them all – OK

· Q: Can students place their own holds? Yes and honor policies; default is never expire? Yes

· Q: Filter buildings - See just your buildings and holdings? Yes for elementary, can’t just sort your building to top – Jean – for this release leave all search

· Q: Did you mean? Yes! We like this (working)

· Q: Reading level / lexile search? Yes – under audience (working); others besides AR and RC What about Guided Reading? Don’t know

· Q: Interest level search? Yes (working)

· Q: My account can you turn off book bag? Don’t know

· Q: My accounts - Can you turn off cancel holds? Why would you want to?
