Most people think of the
INFOhio Union Catalog as a
place for locating items or copy
cataloging. And while that's still
true, now there's even more
functionality in the Union with
the addition of more than
16,000 media records (video,
CD-ROM, DVD, etc). However,
unlike the records from the
school banks, these records list
holdings hyperlinks to the
specific Area Media Center
Catalog that owns the item. At
this time records could have as
many as five locations from
which they could be borrowed.
While searching the Union users
can now order these titles via
the 24/7 on-line Medianet
catalog/scheduling program.
INFOhio's goal is to have all
Area Media Center’s holdings
in the Union l isted and
hyperlinked back to a specific
Medianet database.

Do your search as you normally
would at the Union. Your results
list will usually indicate that you
have found records in the
INFOhio Union Catalog,
Medinet and OCLC. Choose the
Medianet category to view the
media records. If your school is
a member of the center that
owns the item, simply select the
holdings hyperlink and you will
be transported to that item's
record in the Media Center's
Medianet catalog (You don't
have to redo your search!). From
this record you can select the
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"Pick" button to request and book the item with
your Area Media Center assigned client number
and password.

If you find a title that is held by a center that you
don’t normally use or is in another part of the
state, the Area Media Centers request that you
go to the INFOhio Resources page and click on
the Medianet logo. This map has links to all of
the Area Media Centers. If, after checking the
center close to your school, you don’t find that
original title you located at the Union, order from
any one of the centers listed.  We encourage all
library media professionals to share this
information with your students, teachers and
administrators. This project is the beginning of
sharing resources statewide.

Select the holdings hyperlink and you will be transported
to that item's record in the Media Center's Medianet
catalog (You don't have to redo your search!)
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It is estimated that nearly 98% of existing
web sites are inaccessible, meaning they
are not compatible with the tools the
disabled use to navigate the web such as
text readers and text-to-braille translators.
Web accessibility affects all resources
available electronically, including the state
funded Electronic Resources, the resources
each library purchases on their own such
as Electric Library and EBSCO, all online
OPACS and much,  much more.

Web sites that are full of images, image
maps, tables, frames and many types of
multimedia pose barriers for use to the
disabled. For example, screen readers for
the blind cannot "read" pictures or images.
So how do we make sure all online
resources for children are accessible? Many
of the problems mentioned above can be
fixed but awareness, knowing that these

problems exist, is the first step to creating
truly accessible web pages.

INFOhio in conjunction with ORCLISH and
MCOECN hope to increase awareness of
web accessibility issues in Ohio's schools
and with our state vendors.  A recent press
release from SIRS Mandarin Inc. reported
that the SIRS databases, including
Discoverer, fully adhere to U.S. government
and industry guidelines regulating web
accessibility for disabled users.  In addition,
as of April 2001 Britannica, bigchalk and
Dymaxion have notified INFOhio Technical
Services that they are or will soon be
compliant.

Theresa M. Fredericka, Cynthia Hustead,
Ann Hanning (OELMA), Judy Swerline
(NWOCA) and Connie Tackett (SCOCA)
were among those urging Capitol Hill
legislators to support libraries as part of
the 27th Annual National Library Legislative
Day held April 30th and May 1st in
Washington DC.

The group, along with other library
representatives from Ohio, met with
members of the Ohio Congressional
delegation to seek support for library
legislation now pending in Congress.
Meetings with the Senate offices of
DeWine and Voinovich as well as various
Representatives were held.

"Libraries need continued federal support
for changing technology," Fredericka said.
"Federal assistance stimulates local dollars
and helps stretch them farther." Legislators
were asked to support reauthorization of
the LSTA program in 2002, an increase of
FY2001 appropriations from $207 to $350
million. Additional support was sought for
ESEA Reauthorization bills that are
favorable to school libraries - the Reed
amendment in the Senate and Rep. Major
Owens' H.R. 1570.
