Enter up to 60 characters of the title name (FTITLE), in the best form for daily operations (e.g. labels, reports, Display-Lookup etc). This is usually the same text and format as is used for the catalogue. If not, as is the case when the full title is more than 60 characters, or special text fonts are required for the catalogue, then the catalogue title is entered at 43)Override title?. 

General guidelines for the database title name include: 

Take care to ensure that each complete title name is unique to avoid confusion. This is typically done by adding text at the end of the actual title name to facilitate recognition. For example where: 

a long and short version of a given title are held, add (Long) or (Short). 

a title is held in both Black and White and Color add (B/W) or (Color). 

a second edition is released, add (Edition 1) or (Edition 2). 

For titles longer than 60 characters, abbreviate the title name entered here, then enter the full form to 43)Override title?. 

When the title should be sorted in catalogues and reports by a means other than a left to right ascii sort (leading A, An, The are automatically ignored), then specify the sort to 44)Optional sort title?. 

When the title does not stand alone (e.g. Program 1), then prefix the title with the series name (e.g. Introduction to Chemistry:Program 1) and enter the true title to 43)Override title?. This series header (e.g. Introduction to Chemistry) should be marked with a Catalogue formatting type of H so the titles and their annotations will be listed indented under the series name. 

Enter title names in upper and lower case. The casing may be periodically standardized by accessing Procedure-StdCase as documented in StdCase Standardize Case of Titles or Subject Keys. 

03) Color <C>? 

Enter the color of the title (FCOLOR). 

Valid responses are: B   Black and white  

C   Colour  

N/A   Not applicable  

B/C   B&W and Color  

ILL   Illustrated  

04) Footage? 

Enter the length of the title in feet (FFOOT). 

05) Length? 

Enter the length of the title in measuring units appropriate to the title's medium (e.g. minutes for a VH title, or # of pages for a Book, FMEDMARC table #213 lists the valid mediums and the units in which their length is measured. 

16, VH, VT, VU, CA, CL, CK, VK, HV, AC, 35 are measured in time. Enter the running time in minutes and seconds (FMIN), separating the minutes from the seconds by a colon. Seconds are optional (i.e. a response of 6 is interpreted as 6:00). 

GD, BK, BL are measured in pages,

TR is measured in number transparencies,

CD is measured in number of cd-roms,

FR is measured in number of film-strips,

KT is measured in number of pieces,

D5, D3 are measured in number of disks,

DV is measured in number of dvd-roms.

Enter a whole number representing the number of units comprising a single copy of the title. 

If this title is manufactured by your internal duplication laboratory, minutes is used to control the amount of blank stock used. Certain media are handled as a special case (e.g. computer software) where the number of units (e.g. floppies) is stored in the minute field. 

06) Year? 

Enter the year (FYEARP) of production, copyright, release, or estimate, according to which date your site deems significant for the title. The year may range between 1850 and 2050 or be left blank if unknown. Update-Title prompts later for the significance of the year specified (see 31)Year type? below). 

07) Withdrawal date <N/A>? 

Enter the date (in yy/mm/dd format) on which the title is to be withdrawn from circulation (FWDDAT). The default is not applicable indicating no withdrawal date. Based on a database parameter (70/28), Book will either just display the withdrawal date or, if the title is requested for dates beyond the specified withdrawal date, cause tests for availability to fail and a message to appear on the confirmation. 

08) Audience levels? 

Enter the single letter abbreviations of each of the audience groups appropriate for this title (FAUDLEV) (e.g. KE - for Kindergarten and Elementary). Normally these are specified without spaces or delimiters (network parameter (70/55) enforces strict alpha contents). A cataloguing parameter determines the delimiter which is added within the catalogue. See description of FAUDLEV table 95 for details on how this question will be table controlled in the future. 

09) Type <T>? 

Enter the title type (FTYPE). This question is not posed if the title is a series header. Valid responses are: T   Regular title.  

K   Kit header represents a group of materials which may be booked under one title code. In the catalogue, a kit appears much the same as a series.  

KM   The title is a member of a kit. It may not be booked by itself. If KM is specified, Title group header is asked and the title code of the kit must be specified.  

P   Package represents more than 1 title on 1 reel/cassette. Only the package may be booked. In the catalogue, the individual title synopsis appears in the appropriate section of the catalogue; the package group title code does not appear (contact Dymaxion before using).  

PM   The title is a member of a package. It cannot be booked by itself. If PM is specified, Title group header is asked and the title code of the package must be specified (contact Dymaxion before using).  

X   A cross-reference title is the more commonly known (i.e. an alternate) form of a true title. Book will automatically substitute the title code in Alternate A using FMEDIUM as the default. See Alias Title Creation for details on how to maintain an alias form of a title.  

S   The title is the description of a special billing (non-inventoried sales item) item (e.g. Telephone charges, Cost of repair time, Damages, etc). See the Special Billing section of Medianet Rental/Sales/Dubbing Control Reference Manual for more details.  

R   This title has been renumbered (i.e. assigned a new title code). It is included so that users are referred to the new code (which should be included in the title name) when the old code is entered. Book will automatically substitute the Alternate A as described above. See Alias Title Creation for details on how to create a renumbered form of a title.  

10) Title group header? 

Enter the title code of the kit or package (FGRPHDR) of which this title is a member. 

The title code specified must have a type of K or P. This question is posed only for titles with a type of KM or PM, and the code is automatically removed if the title's type is changed to a non-group category. If set, Book automatically substitutes the kit or package code entered here whenever the member title code is requested. 

11) Series? 

Enter the number (not abbreviation) of the series (FSERIES), or the following: L   invokes Display-Lookup on series headers. Once located, use the S## option to choose the series.  

This question is not posed if K or KM is specified as the Film type, nor if a series header (beginning with the letter S) is being created or updated as the series code is automatically recorded. This must be a number between 0 and 9999. The series title (S####) is accessed and the series name is displayed unless network parameter (70/14) is set to not validate the series code against the title list. 

12) Episode # <0>? 

Enter the episode number of the series (FSERPRT). This question is posed only if a series or kit member was specified. This must be a number between 1 and 255. Enter an episode number only if the title should be listed in order of episode, rather than alphabetically by title (or by title code), under the series description in a catalogue or when displaying the series title record on the Web or in Display-Lookup. 

13) Program type? 

Enter the program type abbreviation (FPROG). See abbreviations in FPROG table 6 (e.g. F - Feature Films, D - Documentary) and FPROG Program Type (Table 6) for table setup. This question is often used by libraries for other purposes. 

14) Producer/Publisher #2? 

Enter the second producer or publisher abbreviation for the title (FPROD2). See abbreviations in FDCODE table 13 (e.g. EBF - Encyclopedia Britannica Films), 37)Distributor and FDCODE Distributor/Producers/Vendors (Table 13) for table setup. 

15) Note on title? 

Enter textual material as a note regarding the title (FNOTE). Note on title is divided into two portions: 

External note which appears in title displays in Book, Display-Lookup, on confirmations, and most formats of shipping documents and packing slips and, optionally, the catalogue. If Restricted is set to Manual, then the external portion must describe the restriction. 

Internal note is all text following an exclamation point (!). This text only prints in Book and the Display routines; it is suppressed on documents and for remote borrowers (e.g. Offensive language!Copy in Campus Section). 

16) Dewey decimal? 

Enter digits which numerically classify the title (FDEWEY). 

17) Date title added <yy/mm/dd>? 

Enter the date the title is created (FNEWDAT). The current date is offered as the default response. Most databases have this question withdrawn and the current date automatically stored. Some libraries, that create the title when first evaluated, have this question asked so they can modify the title to store the actual date they started distribution. 

18) Alt title code 1? 

Enter code of a suitable alternate title (FALTERNA). The existence of this title is verified. In the event that the current title is unavailable for a booking request, Book displays the codes alternate titles to assist the user. Web PAC module shows the alternate titles in the full title display with each title being a live link to that alternate title. 

19) Alt title code 2? 

This question (FALTERNB) is used for one of the following, based on network parameter (81/62): 

to store a second alternate title as per above. 

to record site specific library information such as another library's reference title code (e.g. Bowker, or Library of Congress numbers), or other non-title code data. If used for this purpose, the information entered is not validated as a title code and is excluded from title displays for remote clients. 

20) Subject rating <G>? 

Enter the abbreviation (FSUBRAT) for the rating of the subject material. See abbreviations in FAUDRAT table 51 (e.g. PG - Parental Guidance) and FSUBRAT Subject Rating (Table 51) for table setup. This differs from the Audience level rating in that it is a single rating of the material whereas the latter records the multi audience groups to which the title is directed. 

21) Language <EN>? 

Enter the language abbreviation (FLANG) of the title. See abbreviations in FLANG table 11 (e.g. EN - English) and FLANG Language of the Title (Table 11) for table setup. 

22) Sound <SO>? 

Enter the sound classification abbreviation (FSOUND). See abbreviations in FSOUND table 52 (e.g. CA - Captioned) and FSOUND Sound (Table 52) for table setup. 

23) Country of origin? 

Enter the country of origin abbreviation (FCOUNTRY). See abbreviations in FCOUNTRY table 53 (e.g. CAN - Canada) and FCOUNTRY Country of Origin for Titles (Table 53) for table setup. 

24) Default medium <VH>? 

Enter the abbreviation of the default medium (FMEDIUM) to be used in Book when requesting this title. See abbreviations in FMEDIUM table 9 (e.g. VH - VHS) and FMEDIUM Media (Table 9) for table setup. Normally, libraries select to enter all titles of video and film under the consistent default medium of VH even if particular titles are only stocked in one medium. This simplifies booking because the user then knows that the comma and medium need not be typed when booking VH (saves keystrokes) and the medium is always specified for other motion picture formats (e.g. 16). Different motion picture media codes are only entered as the default medium if your library is one of the few that has elected to catalogue each medium separately (i.e.  assigned each a different title code). Likewise, the same philosophy would be followed if audio programs are available on both reel-to-reel and cassette, the default medium of all audio programs would be set to the most popular medium. 

25) Guide? 

Enter the guide abbreviation (FGUIDE). See abbreviations in FGUIDE table 81 and FGUIDE Title Lesson Guide (Table 81) for table setup. FGUIDE table may be either set up with a simple Yes/No to record whether a guide should be included or the name of the guide. The contents of this field print in the Pick report and may appear in catalogues. See Overview of Special Types of Titles for details on various approaches to handling titles with guides. 
26) Guide page? 

Enter the page number of the lesson guide (FGPAGE). This question is posed only if a guide was specified. 

27) Producer? or

27) Publisher? 

Enter the producer or publisher abbreviation for the title (FPROD). See abbreviations in FDCODE table 13 (e.g. NFB - National Film Board), 37)Distributor and FDCODE Distributor/Producers/Vendors (Table 13) for table setup. Publisher is asked instead of Producer for titles that have a medium associated with printed material (e.g. GD - Guide, BK - Book) as per FMEDMARC table #213. 

28) Sponsor or collection? 

Enter the sponsor or collection name abbreviation for the title (FSPON). See abbreviations in FSPON table 8 (e.g. DH - Dept of Health) and FSPON Film Sponsor or Collection (Table 8) for table setup. 

29) Distribution area <NR>? 

Enter the distribution area/rights abbreviation for the title (FDAREA). See abbreviations in FDAREA table 12 and FDAREA Distribution Area/Rights (Table 12) for table setup. 

30) Type of other version? 

Enter the abbreviation of the other available version of the title (FOVER). See abbreviations in FOVER table 7 (e.g. C - Color Version Available) and FOVER Codes Describing Other Version (Table 7) for table setup. 

31) Year type? 

Enter the type of date (FYEARTYP) the year entered at 06)Year? represents. Valid responses are: C   Copyrighted  

R   Released  

P   Produced  

E   Date is estimated  

ND   No date  

NA   No date available  

The ND and NA are used to distinguish between the two possible reasons for the year being zero. This makes a catalogue more informative. 

32) Rental cat Location? (FRENTCAT) 

33) Sales cat Location? (FSALECAT) 

Valid responses are: M   Main Catalogue  

B   Back of Catalogue  

NL   Not Listed  

NA   Not Applicable  

These questions will be phased out in a future release so curriculum subjects should be used to achieve this functionality. 

34) Catalogue format <H>? 

Enter the catalogue format (FCATFMT) which controls how this series and/or kit will appear in a catalogue. See Overview of Special Types of Titles for other special considerations for series headers. This question is posed only for a series or kit header. Special format processing is available as follows: H   Causes the members with synopsis to be listed under the series/kit header. For example:

For curriculum catalogues, ensure that each member is assigned to the curriculum authority code(s) of the series/kit or the member will not be listed under the series. Each additional curriculum area associated with the member causes another title entry to appear in that curriculum area as a separate (i.e. independent) title (without the series name added to the synopsis).  

S   The series entry is formatted as with type H. In addition, the series/kit name is automatically prefixed to the member titles in an index. This format is to be used when the members have catalogue titles such as Program 1 (e.g. so Family Life Series: Program 1 appears). To provide more information in reports, the member should have the database title prefixed with the series/kit name and a <T>Program 1 line in the synopsis. For example:

35) Status <A>? 

Enter one of the following title status abbreviations (FSTATUS). Changing the status does not affect any existing bookings (i.e. if no further shipments are to be made for a title marked as withdrawn, then any existing future bookings must be cancelled). When the status is changed, the date of the change is automatically recorded in FSTATDAT. This date is displayed as part of this prompt if set (e.g. WK~ 93/08/30) See Evaluation for Acquisition for more information on when and why the various values are used. Title statuses are divided into two classes: active   titles with one of these statuses will be reserved by Book without status conditional prompting. Internally they use subscripts 1 through 10. The active class statuses are: A   Active. This is the normal status of titles.  

H   Historical. The title is active, but the content is considered out-dated.  

T   Trial. The title is in a trial period covered by a money back guaranty. It will be converted to an active status if sufficient positive evaluations are received or it is converted to not recommended and sent back to the distributor.  

2C   To be catalogued. The title is active, but not yet completely catalogued. It will be converted to an active status once all catalogue information has been entered.  

SA   Suppressed/Active. The title is active, but has significant restrictions. This status is used to prevent active titles from displaying for MPAC users.  

other   Titles with one of the following statuses may only be booked after responding to a confirming prompt. Internally, these use subscripts greater than 10. The statuses are: 2P   To be processed. The title has arrived but should not be booked as it's prints are being processed (e.g. labelled and shelved).  

B   Borrowed. The title is borrowed from another library. This ensures titles that are borrowed may be easily excluded from catalogues and from the OPAC module and are flagged in the Lookup display for staff.  

WT   Withdrawn Temporarily. If this title is unavailable temporarily (e.g.  title is being reviewed due to complaints, etc.) this status would be assigned for the interim. This status need not be used if all prints are damaged as the Test option in Book and the confirmation will show that all prints are damaged.  

WE   Withdrawn Erased. All prints for this title have been destroyed permanently.  

WK   Withdrawn Kept. Prints for this title have been removed from circulation, however, retained in obsolete/archive inventory.  

R   Requested. On order from the distributor for evaluation.  

E   Evaluations. Title has arrived and is being evaluated.  

N   Not Recommended. This title has been evaluated and rejected.  

D#   Decision Pending. Evaluation was favourable and title is being considered for purchase (where # is the decision making priority of 1, 2 or 3 ) established for this title.  

O   Ordered. Evaluation was approved and purchase order has been processed.  

Hint: A non-active status should be used when all prints of the title have a non-active status so that confirmation refusals reflect the reason for the refusal.  

See Overview of Special Types of Titles for guidelines regarding marking kit/package member titles as withdrawn. 

36) Restricted <N>? 

Enter the restriction status (FRESTRICT). See abbreviations in FRESTRICT table 14 and FRESTRICT Restriction Groups (Table 14) for table entries: N   The title is normal with no special restrictions.  

M   The title has a restriction as documented in Note on title which is manually enforced by the operator. During Book, an additional query is posed Does client meet restriction of note on title. If the operator responds N, a confirmation will be generated with the Note on title as the reason why the title is unavailable.  

a   The title is restricted (i.e. FRESTRICT>1) to only those client groups including this code. See Title/Client Restriction Groups for further details.  

37) Distributor? 

Enter the distributor abbreviation supplying the title. See abbreviations in FDCODE table 13 (e.g. NFB - National Film Board). This field appears in displays, reports, catalogues and should contain the primary distributor/producer information for this title. Secondary distributor/producer information may be specified at 14)Producer #2 and 27)Producer. Procedure-Distrib (see Distrib Change Title Distributors) allows you to globally change this field. 

38) Location of master? 

Enter the all numeric shelf/rack location number of the master copy for dubbing of this title (FMASTER). This field is being phased out in favor of assigning a separate section of inventory and creating prints for the master copies of titles. Contact Dymaxion before you use this question. 

39) Maximum broadcasts? 

Enter the maximum number, up to 255, of broadcasts which you are allowed to make on this title (FBRDMAX). A value of zero represents an unlimited amount. The maximum is enforced at time of booking (future). 

40) Maximum sales qty? 

Enter the maximum number, up to 255, of sale quantities allowed by contractual agreement, to be booked on this title (FSLBKMAX). A value of zero represents an unlimited amount. The maximum is enforced at time of booking. 

41) Royalty contract #? 

Enter the contract under which royalty payments for this title are paid (FROYCON). See abbreviations in FROYCON table 5 (e.g.  EB - Encyclopedia Britannica Films) and FROYCON Royalty Contract Number (Table 5) for table setup. 

42) Charge Code? 

Enter the charge code for this title. Your organization's valid charge codes are described in FCHARGE table 54 (e.g. SP - Sponsor pays all). See FCHARGE Charge Code for Title (Table 54) for how this setting can control: 

A subsidy factor used by the automatic price/weight setting process when setting prices on an inventory group. 

An override booking/billing algorithm to be used when booking this title. For example, if this title requires special booking rules (e.g. restricted showlength), then the charge code can indicate the override algorithm to use. See the controls for a booking/billing algorithm in 0BKBILL Booking/Billing Algorithm (Table 302). 

It is possible that a future release will: 

use this setting to print an alpha price code in catalogues to allow easier price changes 

support using this field in the price setting algorithm specification files (pt####.KEY).

43) Working title? (see Automated Entry of Title Name from Override Title Feature) 

An override title is used to ensure the catalogue contains the full title name and/or special title name formatting only when the database title name entered at 02)Name? above is not sufficient. Enter the full title name or revised form of the title name here. Note that the text is output to the catalogue exactly as entered here, but this form of the title is not used when sorting the catalogue (only the working title (FTITLE), or any existing override sort titles (see prompt 44) below) are used). Possible cases when an override title is required include: 

The full title name exceeds the maximum 60 characters allowed in 02)Name? (FTITLE). 

If special characters or font codes are desired in the title 

Note that this prompt corresponds to the <T> Override title tag described in Synopsis Description Option and is fully screen editable as per Text Questions documented in Dyads Users' Manual. 

44) Optional sort title?

An alternate title name may be specified if the title name is to be sorted differently from the standard computer alphabetic sort using the title in the database. The standard approach for sorting is: 

All non--alphanumeric characters are replaced with blanks and multiple blanks are reduced to one blank. 

Alpha characters are treated as capitals. 

For English (FLANG = 0 or 1) titles, leading A, An and The are dropped. 

For French (FLANG = 2) titles, leading L', La, Le, Les, Un, Une, and Des are dropped. 

For paper catalogue production sorting is performed on the first 120 characters of stand alone titles (i.e. not series titles). For series members, sorting is performed on the first 60 characters of the series name, episode number and the first 60 of the member name. 

Details on Optional Sort Title: 

The override sort titles are processed as per the standard algorithm except no leading articles are stripped. The override sort title is used only for sorting; the database title or override title is printed in the catalogue index. 

When trying to sort titles with numbers in their name (e.g. series members, when not using 12)Episode#), enter the numbers with leading zeros so they all have the same number of digits as the highest number in the series members names (e.g. if highest number is 14, then enter 01, 02... 14). This is needed to prevent parts 10 through 14 being sorted between part 1 and part 2.

For 1984 World Series enter a Sort title of Nineteen Eighty Four World Series

Depending on site specific requirements, prompts for additional title synopsis fields may be offered. This is an alternative to entering the data on <Pa> tags in the synopsis (see Synopsis Description Option for details). Such prompts are numbered between 46) through 49) and 53) and above.

Enter the abbreviation for the first special message on this title (FMSG1). For details on how this may be used within Medianet, see FMSG Special Messages for Title (Table 88). Up to three messages may be specified on a title.

As per 50), above, enter the second special message (FMSG2). 

52) Message 3? 

As per 50), above, enter the third special message (FMSG2). 

53) site specific additional synopsis tag? 

As per 46) above. 

U-Title options: Clear, Enter, Display, question#, etc <Q>? 

Valid options are outlined in section On-Line of the Dyads Users' Manual. Special processing that occurs with the standard options is as follows: 

E for Enter option: 

The following happens automatically upon an Enter: 

On creation: 

the date of creation (FNEWDAT) is set to the current date if question 17) is withdrawn. 

one or more of Subject/curriculum area (S), Update-InvGrp (I), Update-Print (O), or sYnopsis (Y) options, based on network parameter (70/51-54), will be invoked to guide the user through the rest of the cataloguing process. 

The date of last modification of catalogue information (FCATDAT) is set. 

Title withdrawal: # prints # inventory groups, # keywords, synopsis present. If purged, display of bookings for this title will no longer be available.

Typically this is only used by sites that do not use the recommended approach of maintaining tagged fields via site specific, numbered Update-Title prompts (see prompt 46) above). See Synopsis Description Option for further details.  

O   to invoke Update-Print. See Print Maintain Copy Level Information for further details.  

Subjects, Inventory groups, O-Prints, New title, Reload <N>? 

This question is to allow further editing of this title after an S, Y, I, or O option is explicitly invoked and after the automatic options on a creation. The valid responses are: Y   invokes the sYnopsis option as described above.  

S   invokes the Subject/curriculum area option as described above.  

I   invokes Update-InvGrp as described above.
