Comprehension: It is evident that the student fully comprehends the major plot actions of the book and has designed a project that highlights the most important elements of the book.  Response Log must be complete (see back).

Page 1 – 

· Cover Page: Name, Period, Book Title and Author

Page 2 – 

· Summary: must be at least 1 Page Summary of novel explaining the elements of a plot (exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, resolution) 
Page 3 – Have an explanation for all of the following…

· Main Characters

· Theme(s)
· Symbols: (If applicable) What are the people, places, and/or things used to represent something else in the story

· Tone: What is the speaker’s attitude?
· Mood: What are the emotional effects the text creates for the audience?
· Works Cited: If you use a source outside of your independent reading book, you must sight where you got your information (pictures, websites).
