for the MAC simply go to Downloads folder, and double click on the file to extract the 

folder. 

 

Go to the folder where the file is saved and right-click the 

Libre_Barcode_39_Extended_Text.zip file and select Extract All.  

 

Click and open the LibreBarcode39ExtendedText-Regular.ttf file.  

Click Install. 
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3. Once the font is installed, you can test it by opening the “Test Document”. The test document 

can be viewed with TextEdit or Microsoft Word. You may also print the document and try 

scanning the barcodes. Contact your ITC Library Support staff if you cannot view the sample 

barcodes.
